Please read this manual carefully before installing and using your     portable speaker system. Pay special attention to the CAUTION section of this manual.

Device overview

(A) – Satellite speaker
(B) – Battery compartment
(C) – Power LED
(D) – USB socket
(E) – Power switch
(F) – Audio cable with 3,5 mm jack
(G) – USB plug

Installation
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1. Separate the two speakers as shown on the picture above.
2. Connect the speakers with the cables as shown on the picture above.
  3. Connect the speakers to your PC or any other external audio source, such as iPod, MP3 player, CD player with the 3.5 mm plug audio cable.
4. These speakers can be powered up either from batteries or from USB:
(I) If you wish to power the speakers from your PC - plug then the USB connector (G) into the USB port.
(II) Alternatively take the battery cover off and insert 4 pieces of AAA-size batteries into the battery compartment (B) paying attention to the polarity. Then put the battery cover back on. Plug the USB connector into the battery compartment.
5. Turn the speaker on, the power LED will light up.
6. Start music playback and adjust the volume level on your audio source.
Note: there is no volume adjustment on the speaker itself.
Troubleshooting
	Problem
	Solution

	Power LED is not lighted
	Power button is not turned on. Switch it on and check if the blue LED indicator illuminates

	
	Check if batteries are inserted with correct polarity. 
Replace the batteries and switch the speaker on, check if the LED illuminates

	The sound cannot be heard
	Verify that the speaker is getting power (see the steps above)

	
	Make sure the volume is turned up to the audible level

	
	Verify that all cables are plugged into the correct jacks

	
	Test the speaker with another audio source. If your speaker is working well with another audio source, then the speaker is ok

	Distortions
	WAV and MID files are often poor quality, therefore distortion and noise are easily noticed with the powerful speakers

	
	Check the audio level and decrease if necessary


Caution

· Read, keep and follow these instructions.
